Discussion items:

Mr. Calvert discussed with the Board that ESU 15’s finances at this time are in good shape.  He also informed them that Rule 84 will be revised, and as of September 1, 2011, retirement withholding will be increasing to 8.88% and the employer match will be 8.9688%.
The policy committee met before the regular board meeting and will be revising some of the policies to have the same wording as the employee handbook.
